Will enforcement actions ever occur at sensitive locations?

DHS has explained that immigration enforcement actions may occur at sensitive locations in limited circumstances,
but should generally be avoided. DHS officers and agents from U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) or
U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP) may conduct an enforcement action at a sensitive location only with prior
approval from an appropriate supervisory DHS official, or if the enforcement action involves exigent circumstances
related to national security, terrorism, or public safety, or where there is imminent risk of destruction of evidence
material to an ongoing criminal case.
