SPC Earns ‘Grow with Google’ Grant for Career Readiness

St. Philip’s College was awarded part of a $2 million investment in the
Hispanic Association of Community Colleges and Universities (HACU). The program
will train 200,000 Latino students by 2025. The Grow with Google HSI Career
Readiness Program will provide a semester-long in-person and online digital skills
program. The initiative will combine career workshops, career counseling, and
programming on design thinking, project management, and professional brand building.
