Most Recent Application Cycle Statistics 

For the 2023 application cycle, there were 57 applicants to the program.  The 
average scores were as follows:

By comparison, the TEAS average was 81.4%, and the total package average was 
114.33 for the selectees of the 2022 cohort.  Please note that with the 2021 
application cycle, the program began requiring the ten-point Work Skills Assessment 
form. 

The higher or lower scores of the applicants themselves raise or lower the cutoff 
score each year; thus, the program is unable to provide an exact score that will 
ensure selection to the program.
