The application is available at the same College For All Texans site. I have attached it to this email for reference. 

The basic steps to process the exemption are: 

1. Both the student and authorized school official (at the place of their employment
verifying employment) must complete and sign off on the application. 

2. Once student and official have completed the (hardcopy) application, it is brought to the Alamo
academic advisor.

3. The academic advisor here at Alamo completes the Advisor-Cert-Form (which is attached and also
available at the SFS office on your campus).

4. Forms and information are forwarded to the Student Financial Services office on your campus. 

5. Awarding and applying the funds will be processed by the office of Student Financial Services on your
campus. 

6. Application must be completed and process each semester that student is seeking funds.

SPC has been allocated $10,870 of EAE funds for the 2018-19 academic year. We hope that will help some students 
meet their financial needs while seeking a teacher certification. I have copied Grace Zapata (Associate Director of 
SFS) on this email.

Where should I report discrimination if I believe it is taking place in my school? 
Anyone with information about discrimination occurring in schools, including discrimination on the basis of race, 
color, or national origin (which may include citizenship or immigration status), may file a complaint by contacting the 
U.S. Department of Education, Office for Civil Rights via https://www.state.gov/s/ocr/, 800-421-3481 or TDD: 800-
877-8339 (for language assistance contact 800-USA-LEARN (800-872-5327)) or by contacting the U.S. Department of 
Justice, Civil Rights Division, Educational Opportunities Section via https://www.justice.gov/crt/educational-
opportunities-section, 877-292-3804, or TTY: 800-514-0383. 

Will enforcement actions ever occur at sensitive locations? 
DHS has explained that immigration enforcement actions may occur at 
sensitive locations in limited circumstances, but should generally be 
avoided. DHS officers and agents from U.S. Immigration and Customs 
Enforcement (ICE) or U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP) may 
conduct an enforcement action at a sensitive location only with prior 
approval from an appropriate supervisory DHS official, or if the 
enforcement action involves exigent circumstances related to national 
security, terrorism, or public safety, or where there is imminent risk of 
destruction of evidence material to an ongoing criminal case.
