About 650 feet below
the surface of San Anto-
nio is a vital natural re-
source, the Edwards
Aquifer. This karst aqui-
fer supplies water to more
than two million people

and feeds
seven large
springs and
rivers with-
in Texas.
There are a
variety of
endangered
and threat-
ened spe-
cies in the
Edwards

Aquifer and its supported
habitats, such as caves
and springs. 

As we approach Earth
Day on April 22, I am
deeply aware that the
Edwards Aquifer must be

protected in order to pre-
serve not only the rare
species found in and
around it, but also its role
in satisfying the thirst of
San Antonio’s growing
population for another
300 years. 

Texas A&M University-
Antonio (A&M-SA) has a
critical role to play in the
region when it comes to
water resources. An im-
portant part of our long-
term academic vision is
developing our Water
Resources Science and
Technology program
because we are mindful of
the complexities involved
in water supply and de-
mand. We soon will offer
a bachelor of science in
water resources science
and technology to prepare
students who can help

solve the challenges posed
by balancing growth and
conservation.

Fortunately, in San
Antonio, we also benefit
from the work of organi-
zations such as the Ed-
wards Aquifer Authority
(EAA), San Antonio River
Authority (SARA) and
San Antonio Water Sys-
tem (SAWS), which has
gained recognition for its
highly acclaimed water
conservation efforts.
