Conversely, all other 
award types increased 
from 2020 to 2021, while 
the associate of science 
(AS) and associate of arts 
in teaching (AAT) degrees 
awarded rose across all 
three academic years.

As displayed in Figure 66-5 (below), students 
aged 18-21 consistently comprise the largest 
number of awards by age group despite a 

modest decline from 2020 to 2021 (-40), 
which followed a sizeable increase of 112 
from 2019 to 2020. While the greatest de-

cline in awards occurred among 25-30 from 
2019 to 2020 (-121), this group accounted for 
the second largest number of awards in 

2019 and 2021. Groups between 31 and 50 
achieved 3-year highs in 2021 with 214 
awards for ages 31-35 and 311 awards 
among the 36-50 age group.
