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• PSLOs are action-oriented statements of 

intended learning and development that are 

expressed from the students’ perspective. 

• These outcomes describe what the student will 

know or be able to do as a result of a learning 

experience and/or describe what students will 

know or be able to do after completing a specific 

degree (for example, the AAS in Restaurant 

Management or the AA Degree)
