On May 9 in Washington, D.C., SPC President 

Dr. Adena Williams Loston participated as 

a panelist during a Partnership for Public 

Service class moderated by HUD Secretary 

Julian Castro, former mayor of San Antonio, for 

federal employees looking to make neighborhood 

change in partnership with local leaders. During 

his tenure as mayor, Castro became known as 

a national leader in urban development. The 

class offered to federal employees focused on 

best practices for building and implementing a 

collaborative approach to place-based initiatives 

in a community. San Antonio’s Eastside is the 

only neighborhood in America that has received 

funding to implement major projects under 

three key Obama Administration revitalization 

initiatives: Choice Neighborhoods, Promise 

Neighborhoods and the Byrne Criminal Justice 

Program. Federal employees were keen to join 

the conversation because of the unprecedented 

collaboration in developing the San Antonio 

community programs highlighting the possibility 

of progress when state, county, local and federal 

officials and private sector partners are aligned. 

Dr. Loston and featured panelists Jackie Gorman 

(San Antonio for Growth on the Eastside 

Executive Director), and Alan Warrick II 

(District 2) shared their biggest lessons learned 

drawing on real-world experience in bringing 

community based initiatives to scale in San 

Antonio.



Jessica’s Project 

The spring 2016 lineup of Jessica’s Project 

activities at SPC began with 150 nutrition 

students sharing knowledge in the East Side 

Community Garden in partnership with Green 

Spaces Alliance and Antioch Transformational 

Network Inc. The garden property was doubled 

from its original 6,500-square-foot size for 

the 2016 season, requiring labor to clear an 

additional 6,500-square-feet of chest high 

vegetation from the property. Students also 

planted eight fruit trees to enhance the garden 

where seniors take produce home for meals. 

On April 15, SPC observed Earth Day by 

celebrating the achievements of SPC’s garden 

labor and community engagement in partnership 

with Green Spaces Alliance and Antioch 

Transformational Network Inc. and East Side 

residents. President Dr. Adena Williams Loston 

officially inaugurated student-led improvements 

to garden infrastructure. Jessica’s Project 

season concluded with a stroke prevention and 

rehabilitation awareness event on April 27.

President’s Lecture Series

On Feb. 11 LeVar Burton, one of the world’s 
most visible proponents for helping people make 
the connections between literacy, education and 
self-determination, was the guest lecturer for the 
Black History Month President’s Lecture Series 
program. An overflow audience of nearly 900 heard 
from and asked important questions concerning the 
business of literacy with Burton. In addition to his 
lecture at the college, SPC strategically arranged 
for Burton to travel to Bowden Elementary School, 
also named for SPC President Emeritus and 
Saint Artemisia Bowden, to personally read to the 
students there. 
Burton transforms the lives of children globally 
leading a popular Kickstarter campaign to fund 
reading for classrooms in need. He also published 
his first children’s book, The Rhino Who Swallowed 
A Storm (2014), and launched his web-based 
Reading Rainbow Skybrary School library and 
supplemental reading service in February 2016. 

Power Generation and 
Alternative Energy 
students create remote 
solar power unit 

On March 4, eight students completed a two-

semester project to design and install a remote 

solar power unit known as THE SOLAR BOX for 

the East Side Community Garden. SPC faculty 

sponsors expressed a need for remote power at 

the garden where seniors take produce home for 

meals. The box is a standalone electrical power 

unit which turns solar energy into usable electric 

power. The box provides power for security 

through user-friendly design and functions as 

a plug-and-play unit. Power generation and 

alternative energy students Hakim Avery, 

Amikar Crompton, Mikel Finger, Omar Silva, 

Josue Bellorin, Juan Perez, and Phoenix 

Program students Roland Rendon and Fabiola 

Salas participated in the construction of the 

unit. While these students designed, fabricated 

and assembled the cabinet parts, the electrical 

components selected were off the shelf products, 

leading to sustainable continuity of service in the 

garden. The unit is fully operational, providing 

lighting for the garden.

USO Luncheon

On March 3 in the SPC Bowden Alumni Center, 

the Good Samaritan Veteran’s Outreach and 

Transition Center team hosted the monthly USO/

RP6 monthly Transition Alumni Luncheon for 80 

attendees. The center and USO were partners in 

delivering the necessary services and referrals 

to active duty, veteran and service member 

families during this luncheon. The alumni are 

veterans who now volunteer their time to provide 

guidance and a helpful ear to the issues facing 

members of the armed forces community today 

as they transition into civilian life. 

U.S. Office of Personnel 
Management workshop 

SPC was an education partner in what 

the U.S. Office of Personnel Management 

(OPM) described as a comprehensive 

effort to improve employment opportunities 

for veterans in the Federal service. The 

facts became clear during a Jan. 14 visit 

to San Antonio by Beth Cobert, Acting 

Director of OPM, to discuss the successful 

implementation of the President’s Executive 

Order Employment of Veterans in the Federal 

Government. In preliminary data, for FY 

2015, veterans accounted for 32.3 percent 

of all new federal hires and represented 31 

percent of the total Federal workforce. In San 

Antonio, veterans comprise 58 percent of the 

federal workforce. On Jan. 14 in the SPC G. 

J. Sutton Learning Center, an employment 

workshop coinciding with Cobert’s visit took 

place. Veterans had an opportunity to dive 

into the federal job application process and 

learn to tailor their resumes for civilian jobs.

Memorial Early College 
High School New 
Tech Network national 
demonstration site 
designation

On March 7, the Napa-based New 

Tech Network (NTN) announced that 

the SPC Memorial Early College High 

School has been uniquely designated as 

one of two New Tech Network national 

demonstration sites. “I’m very proud of 

the designation. What it entails is that 

we will see a great deal of visitors from 

across the U.S. who will examine and 

learn from our work,” said Comal ISD 

Superintendent Andrew Kim. “There 

are only two schools within the country 

that are a combination of New Tech and 

Early College High school” Kim said. 

The organization works nationwide 

with schools, districts and communities 

to fundamentally rethink teaching and 

learning. Data indicates the network’s 

students graduate from high school 

at a rate 9% higher than the national 

average, enroll in college at a rate of 

9% higher than the national average 

and persist in college at a rate of 92%.

On April 27 at San Fernando Hall, 
SPC’s 10-member Volunteer Income 
Tax Assistance team was recognized for 
achieving best-in-city productivity status 
for 2016 during the VITA Appreciation 
Dinner. The group was named as the number 
one producing site in San Antonio after 
processing a college and citywide record 
$8.7 million in refunds and 4,568 returns for 
clients for the year.
